Our wholly-owned subsidiary, Molina Healthcare of Washington, Inc., has agreed in principle with the Washington
Health Care Authority (HCA) to settle the two outstanding overpayment matters brought by HCA demanding
recoupment of claims for psychotropic drugs and claims for health plan members under the Washington Community
Options Program Entry System (COPES). The total payment agreed to be made by Molina Healthcare of Washington
to HCA for these two matters will be approximately $19.2 million. Molina Healthcare of Washington expects to make
the settlement payment to HCA prior to September 30, 2014. In addition, HCA has agreed in principle with Molina
Healthcare of Washington to settle certain claims brought by Molina Healthcare of Washington related to the
auto-assignment provision in the parties� contract. The total payment agreed to be made by HCA to Molina Healthcare
of Washington in full settlement of this matter will be $8.0 million. Molina Healthcare of Washington expects to
receive this payment from HCA prior to September 30, 2014. The settlement of these matters will resolve all pending
disputes between the parties.
